Insert transport handle into Transport handle 
bracket, when you hear a click, the handle is 
installed. When you want to pull out the handle, 
use a hard object to squeeze A part inward and 
pull the handle up with your right hand.

METAL HANDLE ASSEMBLY

Rear wheel and front caster assembly as follows:
1. Slide the split pin through the holes provided 
   on the axle. Then slide the open end of axle 
   through the gasket.

CASTER ASSEMBLY

         WARNING: Use the vacuum cleaner's socket 
outlet only for connection of an external power tool.

DRY PICK-UP

A

1. Slide the cardboard collar opening 
    firmly onto  the vacuum port    
    deflector until it stops  
    against the deflector wall.
2. Position the bag so that 
    it is distributed around  
    the inside of the tank.
    

1. The filter must always be in correct position to
   reduce the risk of leaks and possible damage to
   vac. Make sure that the filter is completely
   covering the filter cage. Make sure there are no
   gaps between the filter and the lid. It is very
   important to assemble the filter to the cage
   without any possible leaks or tears. Any leaks
   will allow the picked up debris to be blown out
   of the blower port and back into the surrounding
   environment.
2. When using the vac to pick up fine dust, it will be
    necessary to empty the dust tank and clean or
    replace the filter at more frequent intervals to
    maintain peak vac performance.
    

INSTALLING THE DISPOSABLE FILTER BAG

The cartridge filter can be used for wet or dry
pick-up, installation is the same for both.
1. With the power head in an upside down
    position, slide the cartridge filter down over
    the lid cage, push the filter seals against the
    power head.
2. Turn the knob on filter retainer clockwise to
    tighten, the filter into place.
3. Replace power head, and apply pressure with
    thumb to each latch until it snaps tightly in place.
    Make sure all lid latches are clamped securely.
4. Insert the hose end into inlet of tank.
5. Attach one of the cleaning accessories
    (depending on the cleaning requirements) on
    the hose. Twist slightly to tighten the connection.
6. Attach one of the cleaning accessories
    (depending on the cleaning requirements) to the
    extension wands. Twist slightly to tighten the
    connection.
7. Plug the cord into the wall outlet. The cleaner is
    ready for use.
8. Turn the unit “ON” by pushing the switch 
    position with ( I ), When needing to connect the 
    power tool to use, please turn the unit “ON” by 
    pushing the switch position with ( II ).
     

INSTALLING THE CARTRIDGE FILTER REMEMBER!

 

1. To remove the filter for cleaning, turn the filter
    knob counter clockwise till feel the tactile and
    auditory cue, and make sure the knob arrow
    align with the "Unlock" icon on the filter cap,
    then slide the cartridge filter o� the lid cage.
    then grasp the step of knob tightly with fingers
    to pull the cartridge filter out o� the cage.
2. To clean the cartridge filter, shake or brush o�
    excess dirt or rinse with water, dry completely 
    and re-install.
3. Replace power head, and apply pressure with 
    thumb to each latch until it snaps tightly in place. 
    Make sure all lid latches are clamped securely.
4. Insert the hose end into inlet of tank.

WET PICK-UP
UNLOAD THE CARTRIDGE FILTER

2. Place rear wheel onto axle. Be sure flat side of 
   wheel hub is facing outward. Slide axle through 
   holes provided in the base.
3. Slide another rear wheel onto axle, and install 
   another pin & gasket. Insert the wheel caps into 
   the rear wheels until wheel caps snap into place.
4. Insert casters into dolly and snap them into place.

To connect an electric power tool, open the cap 
and insert the power tool plug into the socket of 
the cleaner.
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This wet/dry vac is equipped with a float 
mechanism which will rise automatically to cut  
o� the airflow when the liquid in the tank reaches  
a predetermined level. When this happens, turn o�   
vac, unplug the power cord, and empty the dust  
tank. You will know that the float has shut the 
airflow o� because the suction ceases and the   
motor noise becomes higher in pitch due to  
increased motor speed. The liquid capacity may   
vary with the rate of pickup. 

NOTICE: 
WET PICK-UP ACCESSORIES SHOULD BE 
WASHED PERIODICALLY, ESPECIALLY AFTER 
PICKING UP WET, STICKY FLUIDS OR SPILLS.

BLOWING OPERATION

capability to blow sawdust and other debris. It can 
be used to blow dust and debris out of garages or 
o� patios and driveways. Follow the steps below to 
use the vac as a blower.
1. Locate blower port on the vac.
2. Insert one end of the 4.8 cm x 2.5 m  
    hose into the blower port.
3. Turn vac “ON”.

To keep the wet/dry vacuum looking its best, 
use a cloth dampened only with water and mild 
soap to clean its surface.
To clean the tank:
1. Dump out debris.
2. Wash tank thoroughly with a cloth dampened 
    only with water and mild soap.
3. Wipe with dry cloth.

To clean the cartridge filter:
1. Shake or brush o� excess dirt or rinse with 
    water. 
2. Dry completely (approximately 24 hours) and 
    re-install.

CLEANING
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        CAUTION: Clean the filter in an open area.

        CAUTION: After cleaning, check the filter for 
tears or small holes. Do not use a filter with holes 
or tears in it. Even a small hole can cause dust to 
come out of the vacuum. Replace it immediately.  

        CAUTION: If the filter is clean and not damaged, 
replace it on the filter cage. If it cannot be reused, 
place a new filter over the filter cage.  

Before storing the vacuum, the dust tank should be 
emptied and cleaned. The cord should be wrapped 
and hung on the unit and the accessories should be 
kept in the accessory holder. The vacuum should be 
stored indoors.
